Again today, | will speak on two themes, one directly from the Readings and the
second from Women's Month.

1- the Readings.

The readings during the Season of Lent review the Covenants. Last week, we
discussed the Covenant with Abraham and that Abraham accepted God's place
and trusted God's promises.

This week, the Covenant is the LAW given to the newly freed Hebrew people
through Moses. Some call this the Dispensation of Law, the Covenant of Law,
and it continues until Jesus says from the Cross: "It is finished," and he dies as
the sacrifice for our sins.

In your Scofield Il Study Bibles, there are a few essential summary sections. In
Exodus 19:1, a large annotation section is titled "The Fifth Dispensation: the
Law." (pg. 113) In Exodus 19:5, there is a large annotation section titled,. "The
Mosaic Covenant." (pg. 114) On page 115, a large section of notes titled,;
"(heading) The Law." In that section are "six important factors.." regarding the
Law. (If time permits, | will read the six items noted here.) Also, on page 115 at
Exodus 20:1, there is another boxed annotation titled "The Giving of the Law,"
which stresses it came first orally, then in one set of tablets written "with the
finger of God" (Exo. 31:18), and thirdly by a second set of tables this time
"written by the hand of the Lord." These two representations of God sound like
a fascinating discussion is waiting to be had. What study of the dispensation of
the Law would be modern and complete these days without discussing the
authorship of Moses and the Torah? The annotation on page 111, at Exodus
17:11, walks the reader through the main questions raised in the last two
centuries by the school of Higher Criticism concerning whether Moses wrote the
Pentateuch, the Torah. This annotation gives the reader many other sources to
look up and settle the question in Moses' favor. Notably, the paragraph
includes the statement that Jesus accepted the authorship of Moses. If there
were any questions, Jesus would have brought it up, which depends on Christ's
divinity.
