The short answer is that Inauguration Day was established after the passage of the 20th 

Amendment in 1933.  Franklin D. Roosevelt was the first president inaugurated on January 

20.  Dr. Martin Luther King Day is set on the third Monday in January, and the two events 

sometimes overlap.  This Monday, January 20, will be only the third time the two days have 

overlapped, as happened with Former President Clinton in 1997 and Obama in 2013.  The 

overlap will not occur again until 2053.   

 

Finally, a hopeful thought to close with: on Friday, January 17, 2025, President Biden 

announced the Equal Rights Amendment to the Constitution is the law of the land 

because all of the required votes of the States have been received.  The American 

Bar Association agrees that all requirements have been met.   The National Archivist, 

Colleen Shogan, only has to certify and publish the 28th Amendment.
